· Documented evidence of strong and ethical character traits; and

· Documented evidence of strong interpersonal skills.
Selected mentors approved by MILE will be invited to attend the three-day training for mentors called C.L.A.S.S. (Coaching Leaders to Attain Student Success, from the New Teacher Center (NTC) at University of California at Santa Cruz).  This training is currently scheduled for June 26, 27, and 28 at Governors State University.   (Applicants who have taken this training are exempt from this requirement.)  Upon successful completion of the training, approved mentors will be matched to new principals, according to need, geography, and background similarities. The current program requires a minimum of 50 hours of mentor-mentee contact each year, including two contacts per month, one of which will be on-site mentoring, over 10 months.  Successful mentor applicants will also exhibit the intellectual and emotional capacity to effectively connect with mentees, encouraging and supporting their professional development and ability to effectively manage the people, financial, and building resources for which they are responsible.
