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Professor
speaks
at regional

Ohio State University pro-
fessor John A. Powell, an inter-
nationally recognized authority
in the areas of civil rights and
civil liberties, will lead a dis-
cussion on the role language
and identity play in the pursuit
of excellence in diverse com-
munities, during a regional
symposium, 1-3 p.m., Saturday,
March 11, at Prairie State
College, Chicago Heights.

The symposium is jointly
sponsored by Healing Racism
Chicago Southland and the
Metropolitan Institute for
Leadership in Education at
Governors State University.

“We are looking for a new
way to talk about our region’,
said Anna Carvalho, executive
director of Healing Racism
Chicago Southland.

“We will be exploring the
ideas in Jim Collins’ ‘Good to
Great, said Alicia McCray, exec-
utive director of MILE.
“Collins researched companies
that demonstrated extraordi-
nary performance—often in the
‘face of grave challenges—over a
long period of time. The princi-
ples he identified can be
applied to communities as well.
In fact, a local school district
has been using ‘Good to Great’

principles to great effect, and
that experience will be featured
as a case study in this program.”

Powell, the keynote speaker,
is an expert on issues relating
to race, ethnicity, poverty and
the law. He is the executive
director of the Kirwan
Institute for the Study of Race
and Ethnicity at Ohio State
University. He also holds the
Williams chair in Civil Rights
& Civil Liberties at the Moritz
College of Law.
